In the study of extreme weather and disasters, there is a common thread that sews together the patchwork of
South Asa. South Asia is composed of the following eight countries: Afghanistan, Bangladesh, Bhutan,

India, Maldives, Nepal, Pakistan, and Sri Lanka. One fourth of the world population lives in this region. This
subcontinent is situated between The HimalayashenNorth and the Arabian Sea and the Bay of Bengal on
